The cost is $12 per class when attended casually or $100 for a ten 

class dancecard ($10/class). Classes do not need to be taken concur-

rently.  This is a stand alone fee and is not included in The Academy 

fee structure.

Reminder about grooming and being on time for class 

Grooming is presently  NOT up to acceptable standards. It is important that students in ALL classes are 

groomed correctly for ALL classes, including weekdays. At present, some students are entering classes 

without the required uniform attire, and with hair in a messy and un-kept state. Many students are arriv-

ing more than 10 minutes late for class.  Not only is this disruptive for the teacher and those students 

who have made the effort to be groomed and on time, but being late is also an injury risk to the child, 

as the 1st 10 minutes of each class is dedicated to a òwarm-upó to ensure the body is prepared for the 

hard work ahead. As outlined in the information booklet, students who are more than 10 minutes late 

for class will only be able to watch that particular lesson. Students who are not correctly groomed will be 

asked to leave the room until they are groomed correctly (teachers do not have time to do hair during 

class time).  

Hair should be tied back neatly for all styles and female Ballet students are required to wear their hair 

in a neat bun, with a hair net and with the bun being pinned. Dancewear should be in studio colours of 

red or white (seniors may also wear grey). Black is NOT a student colour, as it is reserved for teachers 

only.  Coloured and patterned legwarmers will not be allowed to be worn in class, as it distracts from the 

line of leg, particularly in ballet class. Jewellery is not to be worn, as it can be the cause of injury during 

class time.
